	The town council discussed the potential new water meter replacement project and the existing Itron contract.  The goal is to advertise and open bids in September on the new water meter replacement project.  
	Skip Davidson stated the first two filter media replacement are completed.  They will be starting the second two after the required two bactiese
 	Skip Davidson had requested an amended dress policy for the street /utility employees.  The town attorney approved the Updated Employee Behavior/Conduct Grooming Dress Policy for wearing appropriate clothing when working with potential exposure to workers compensation claims.  Tom England made a motion to approve the new dress code policy.  Will Groves, Jr. seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.	 
	Tom England reported that he had the July Police Report.  He will forward the report.
	 
	
	There had not been any calls regarding Liberty Motors since the for sale signs for $13,000 were installed, until this afternoon.  Gary Peterson left a message this afternoon to call him on the lot if the price drops.  Vicki Kitchen will call him for his target price.  The sale would still have to follow statute procedures for selling a property.
 	Problem properties: 107 S. Lafayette Street, 109 S. Lafayette Street, 811 S. State Street, and 900 S. State Street.  Also, the tenant blocking the Town alley with a vehicle at 303 S. Main Street.  Tom England to contact the property owner.
	Stellar Trail right of way properties were discussed.  Elijah Properties accepted the offer with the additional $500 increase in offer.  DLZ is trying to get on the agenda for the August John Glenn School Corporation meeting regarding the school parcels. 
 Skip Davidson inquired about pedestrians on Washington Street extension for the fill station.  Since it is a public street and registered with the State pedestrians are allowed.  Once Stellar Trail is complete the pedestrian traffic on the Washington Street extension should be minimal.
	The IHCDA Tax Credit Grant Application is due September 18, 2020.  Vicki Kitchen sent out the letters the Town provided for the grant in the town council packets. Discussion followed.   The town council concurred to update the letters.  The letter that included the fitness station, a bike rack, trash cans, dog waste station, and a bench will be added to that letter.
	The first appraisal has been received for 305 S. Main Street of $12,200.00.  The Town is still waiting on the second appraisal.
	Randy Lemert signed the required reimbursement documents prior to the meeting. The town council discussed other possible eligible expenses for reimbursement from the Coronavirus Funds from HHS.    
	With no further business before the North Liberty Town Council, Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to adjourn at 7:30 P.M.  Ben Webb seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.
