	The regular meeting of the North Liberty Town Council was held at the North Liberty Community Building.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and Ben Webb gave the Invocation. President Randy Lemert called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
	Will Groves, Jr. and Tom England; Council Members, Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin, and Vicki Kitchen Clerk-Treasurer were in attendance socially distanced. Council Member Gerry Brown, Town Marshal Matt Wilber, Utilities Manager Skip Davidson were not in attendance. There were no citizens present.   There was no representation from the press.
	Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to approve the consent agenda including the March 16, 2020 Minutes, November 12, 2019 Park Board Minutes, Resolution #2020-03 Increase Petty Cash from $75 to $150, and the vouchers as presented.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve. 
	Will Groves, Jr. gave an update on the utilities.  The west clarifier has failed and needs to be rebuilt.  Discussion followed.  Will Groves, Jr. made a motion not to exceed $10,000.00 in parts and labor to repair the clarifier with a subcontractor.  There is no update on the Itron contract.  The fill station training is scheduled for the second week of May depending on the panademic virus.
	The 2020 mowing was discussed.  Skip Davidson wants Mark Horvath to mow the Town Park.  He would like to subcontract the remainder of the town properties.  Request for quotes have been sent out and due April 17, 2020.  Discussion regarding a seasonal employee was also considered.  Skip Davidson obtained quotes to purchase a trailer to haul the mower from the wastewater plant to the Town Park.  A lenghty mowing discussion followed.  The mowing was tabled until the April 20, 2020 meeting, since the quotes will be received.
	IDEM is requesting additional outside lab testing in the renewal of the NPDES Permit.  DLZ submitted a work order not to exceed $3,000.00.  Discussion followed.  Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to approve the DLZ work order not to exceed $3,000.00.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	DLZ had a Geo-Tech crew at the North Liberty Elementary School north of the track and the baseball diamond on April 3, 2020.
	Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin will send a letter to 111 N. Jefferson regarding their fence in the Town’s ROW.  Rieth Riley will be in Town in a couple weeks to complete the Community Crossing Paving Project.
	The Town continued discussion of a Panademic Contigency Plan.  Tom England made a motion to approve Ordinance #2020-04 AN ORDINANCE TEMPORARILY HALTING UTILITY FEES.  Ben Webb seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.  The Town Council discussed future meetings including virtual meetings.  The clerk-treasurer will work on virtual meetings.  The town council intends to have a social distanced meeting on April 20, 2020 in the North Liberty Community Building.  
	With no further business before the North Liberty Town Council, Tom England made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 P.M.  Ben Webb seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.
