 North Liberty Town Council Minutes – July 6, 2020
	The regular meeting of the North Liberty Town Council was held at the North Liberty Community Building.  Randy Lemert led The Pledge of Allegiance.  Ben Webb gave the Invocation. President Randy Lemert called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
	Council Members Tom England, and Gerry Brown, Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin, Town Marshal Matt Wilber, Utilities Manager Skip Davidson, Jackie James, Deputy-Clerk, and Vicki Kitchen Clerk-Treasurer were in attendance socially distanced. Will Groves, Jr., was not in attendance.  There were four citizens present. There was no representation from the press.
	Gerry Brown made a motion to approve the consent agenda including the June 15, 2020 Minutes and Executive Session Minutes, Resolution#2020-08 To Transfer Expenses to CARES for COVID-19, and the vouchers as presented.  Ben Webb seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	Mr. McCaffery made a request that his driveway be put back in color as originally planned.  Gerry Brown made a motion to do the requested work at Mr. McCaffery’s house to finish the concrete due to the paving in color.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
Etna Supply Company gave a lengthy and detailed Mueller Migratable Meter presentation.  It included financing options, drive-by system, auto turn off of meter service, hardware, software, maintenance.  They did not have information to pass out but would forward by email the presentation.  
	Skip Davidson gave an update on the fill station which included the training will be June 24, 2020.  The final meter presentation will be July 20, 2020 council meeting in the large hall for proper social distancing.  Skip Davidson showed pictures of the filter tanks, where the filter media is being replaced.  There are holes and broken welds that need to be replaced before the filter media is replaced.  These will be done on a time and material basis.   
	Skip Davidson also brought up the mowing.  He received quotes for a new mower at the Town Park.  Discussion followed.  This will be deferred to the Town Park Board.
Skip Davidson provided his monthly utility report.  A copy is filed with the minutes.
In the recent State Board of Accounts audit an error was found in the utility conversion from CompuTrain to Keystone.  The Town paid Keystone to do the conversion.  The error was the size of the meter in the sewer chart.  The audit reflects a credit due for 2019 for $41.50.  The clerk-treasurer figured the credit of 2020 of $134.22.  The customer record has been corrected.  Ben Webb made a motion to issue a credit to the American Legion for $41.50 plus $134.22.  Gerry Brown seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
Town Marshal Matt Wilber provided his monthly report.  He reported the police department currently has a roster of 3 full time officers, five part time officers, and three reserves.  He is wanting to hire one more part time officer.  Town Marshal Wilber reported the new truck will be in service in two weeks.
	Ordinance #2020-07 Amend Salary Ordinance for NLPD for a one-time bonus of $1,000 was presented for approval.  Gerry Brown made a motion to approve Salary Ordinance #2020-07.  Ben Webb seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	Salary Ordinance #2020-09 for the Clerk’s Office was presented to include distribution percentages.  Ben Webb made a motion to approve Salary Ordinance #2020-09.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All in favor, none opposed. 
 	Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin drafted Ordinance #2020-08, to be in compliance with HB1165.  Ben Webb made a motion to approve ORDINANCE NO.2020-08 AN Ordinance Amending the Deposits to Commence Utility Service, Setting Forth the Application of Utility Payments, Allowing for Discontinuance of All Service, Allowing for the Payment of Deposits, and Payment of Collections for the Utilities of the Town of North Liberty.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin drafted Ordinance #2020-10.  Gerry Brown made a motion to adopt ORDINANCE NO.2020-10 AN ORDINANCE TEMPORARILY EXTENDING THE SUSPENSION OF UTILITY SHUTOFFS.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	Tom England stated he wanted to see all Town of North Liberty vehicles with decals.
	There have not been any calls regarding Liberty Motors since the for sale signs for $13,000 were installed.
	The lot at 305 S. Main was signed over to the Town of North Liberty.  Gerry Brown made a motion to accept the donated lot and get the two appraisals so the property can be sold.    Ben Webb seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.   
	There was a brief discussion of Coronavirus Funds from HHS.  A laptop for the wastewater plant and the police department would help for virtual meetings.  
	The town council briefly discussed setting a policy for events such as the unsanctioned 4th of July.  Vicki Kitchen will provide a couple examples for the clerk’s list-serve. 
	With no further business before the North Liberty Town Council, Gerry Brown made a motion to adjourn at 8:05 P.M.  Tom England seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.
