	The regular meeting of the North Liberty Town Council was held at the North Liberty Community Building.  Randy Lemert led The Pledge of Allegiance.  Ben Webb gave the Invocation. President Randy Lemert called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
	Council Members Tom England, Will Groves, Jr. and Gerry Brown, Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin, Town Marshal Matt Wilber, Utilities Manager Skip Davidson, and Vicki Kitchen Clerk-Treasurer were in attendance socially distanced.  There was one citizen present. There was no representation from the press.
	Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to approve the consent agenda including the August 17, 2020 Minutes, July 13, 2020 Park Board Minutes, Resolution #2020-11 A RESOLUTION TO TRANSFER NORTH LIBERTY POLICE DEPARTMENT SUZUKI TO NORTH LIBERTY STREET AND UTILITIES, PARK, AND TOWN OF NORTH LIBERTY, and the vouchers as presented.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	The property at 501 King Street was discussed regarding the 24 X 24 building that was put up without a permit.  The property owner was notified by email to attend the meeting.  Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin stated the Improvement Location Permit for the rear property could be issued.  
	Skip Davidson reported the filter media replacement at the water plant is complete.  Skip Davidson is waiting on meter specifications from Otterbein from their meter project.  
Skip Davidson and Vicki Kitchen want to change CDL Consortiums due to excessive costs from the previous provider.  Vicki Kitchen has checked with other entities and Indiana  Testing, Inc. was recommended.  The quote is for $349.00 for setup, training, personnel policy update, DOT Compliance, and random CDL random drug and alcohol training through 2021.  Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to approve Indiana Testing, Inc. for $349.00.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.   
	Skip Davidson provided his written July 2020 report.  A copy is filed with the minutes.
 	Town Marshal Matt Wilber said everyone had returned to work.
 	Problem properties: 108 W. Harrison St., 811 S. State Street, and 900 S. State Street were discussed.  Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin reported he had heard from 811 S. State Street and the son is fixing the fence.  
	Randy Lemert signed the Warranty Deed for 951 Industrial Park Drive, as the land contract was paid in full by Liberty Storage LLC.
	The town council discussed reducing the price of the vacant Liberty Motors lot since no offers have been received.  Tom England made a motion to lower the price of the lot to $7,200 the cost of the low appraisal.  Gerry Brown seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	The second appraisal has not been received for 305 S. Main Street.  Vicki Kitchen will follow up and have for the work session.    
	 Capital Assets and depreciation have new reporting requirements by the State Board of Accounts.  North Liberty and Walkerton got three quotes with wide variety of services.  Discussion followed.  Duff and Phelps $10,000, TM Wells $18,750 and Government Fixed Assets Services Inc. for an updated Capital Assets Policy $1,800 and Peterson Consulting $6,250.  Vicki Kitchen would like to go with the lowest estimate of $8,050 for the new policy and capital assets service.  Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to approve Government Fixed Assets Services, Inc. for $1,800 for the updated policy and Peterson Consulting Services for Appraisals of $6,250.00.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.  Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin stated to the department heads that all Town property must be on the premises when the company is here for the inventory.  
	Randy Lemert gave an update on the IHCDA Tax Credit Grant for Shamrock Run.  The grant is due on September 18, 2020.  The award date is November 20, 2020.
	Vicki Kitchen stated all right of way has been approved for Stellar Trail.
	Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin prepared the trash rate ordinance for the rate increase.  Ben Webb made a motion to approve ORDINANCE NO. 2020-11 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE DISPOSAL OF SOLID WASTE RATES AND CHARGES FOR SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL SERVICES RENDERED BY THE SEWER UTILITY OF THE TOWN OF NORTH LIBERTY.  Tom England seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.
	Vicki Kitchen reported that there have already been inquiries about Halloween.  A lengthy discussion followed.  The North Liberty Town Council concurred that Trick or Treating will be from 4-6 on Halloween.  Parents can determine if their kids participate and residents can determine if they are going to participate by turning on their outside lights.  St. Joseph County and Indiana CDC precautions will still be recommended.  
 The 2021 budget public hearing will be September 21, 2020.
	With no further business before the North Liberty Town Council, Tom England made a motion to adjourn at 7:45 P.M.  Will Groves, Jr. seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.
